AND, WHEREAS, the objections/suggestions received from the general public within 
specified period have been examined and given due consideration. 

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred under Sub-Section (3) of Section 202 
of the Andaman and Nicobar Islands (Municipal) Regulations, 1994, the Lieutenant Governor 
(Administrator), Andaman and Nicobar Islands has been pleased to confirm the following 
Bye-laws further to amend the Port Blair Municipal Council Advertisement Bye-laws published 
vide Notification No. 78/99/F.No 3-53/97-LSG dated 09.07.1999. 

1. Short Title and Commencement : 

These Bye-laws shall be caled Port Blair Municipal Council Advertisement Bye-laws 
(Amendment) Bye-laws, 2012. 

I. They shall corne into force on the date of their publication in the Ofiial Gazette. 

For the existing entry under Sub-Rule (a) of Clause (1) of Bye-laws 5 of the Port Blair 
Municipal Council Advertisement Bye-laws published vide Notification No. 78/99/ 
F. No. 3-53/97-LSG dated gh July, 1999 (hereinafter cailed the "Principai Bye-iaws"), the 

following entries shall be substituted. 

"for a board or sign having a surface area not more than 20 sq. ft... ? 9000/- per year 

For the existing entry under Sub-Clause (b) of Clause (1) of Bye-laws 5 of the Principal 
Bye-laws, the following entries shall be substituted: 

"for a board, sign or hoardings having a surface area exceeding 20 sq. ft. and upto 
100 sq. ft. ? 27,000/- per year" 

After Sub-Clause (b) of Clause (1) of Bye-laws 5 of the Principal Bye-laws the following 
Sub-Clauses shall be inserted: 

"b) (i) :for a board, sign or hoardings having a surface area exceeding 100 sq. ft. and 
upto 200 sg. ft.... ?54,000/- per year" 

"(b) (i) . for a board, sign or hoardings having a surface area exceeding 200 sq. ft. 200 
sa. ft... 54,000/- per year" and 500/- per additional sg. ft. 

5 For the existing entry : under Sub-Clause (c) of Clause (1) of Bye-laws 5 of the Principal 
Bye-laws the following entries shall be substituted: 

"Banners having a size of 6 feet x 3 feet.... * 180/- upto three days and 20/- for 
successive days". 
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For the existing entry under Sub-Clause (d) of Clause (1) of Bye-laws 5 of the Principal 
Bye-laws the following entries shall be substituted 

"Banners having a size above of 6 feet x 3 feet.... # 360/- upto three days and 50/- for 
successive days" 

In the existing entry under Sub-Clause (d) of Clause (1) of Bye-laws 5 amended the 
following proviso shall be added: 

"Provided further that the Council may erect the hoardings and lease out the same on 
annual basis in the manner as may be decided by the Council", 

The existing Sub-Clause (e) of Clause (1) of the Bye-laws 5 of the Principal Bye-laws shall 
be deleted. 

For the existing entry under Clause (2) of Bye-laws 5 of the Principal Bye-laws the following 
shall be substututed 

"Annual rent of 7 900/- for 5(1)(a), 4500/- for 5(1)(6). 9,000/- for 5(1)(6)() and for 
5(1)(b)(1), 9,000/- +7 50/- per additional running ft. shall be charged in addition to above 
fees for the use of the properties belonging to the Counci/Government on which the Board 
Hoardings, Sign or Banner is erected. In other cases, a No Objection Certificate from the 
owner of the land/building shall invariably be produced to the Council by the applicant for 
issue of license"
